On {fill in day and date}, your child’s class will study Ancient Greek Pottery through the Art Appreciation program.  By looking at several examples of ancient pots spanning over 900 years, we can see the development of Greek culture and talk about its many influences today (how we learn, think and communicate through books, art and theater and even how our government works).  Please note that an introduction to this program is available for your review on the School’s website.  Visit the PTA, then click on Art Appreciation for a full program description. 

The Art Appreciation Parent Volunteers in each class will guide the viewing and discussion of these ancient pots with leading questions about the various types of pots – their forms, functions and decorative elements – and what we can learn about the lives of the ancient Greeks through studying their pots. 

The children will then create their own “ancient Greek pots” using reddish clay and then painting them with black acrylic paint with symbols and imagery based on something they saw during the program or something that’s meaningful to them.  Please be sure to have them dress in painting clothes or bring a big T-shirt.
As a follow-up to this program, we’re encouraging families to visit the Metropolitan Museum of Art where all of the pots the children will discuss are on permanent view.  Please also note that there are several related programs throughout our area, as well as local bookstores and libraries (including Chatsworth’s!) that feature many books about ancient Greece.  Details are also on the website.
We hope you will enjoy hearing about this Art Appreciation session and seeing the work your child creates that’s inspired by Ancient Greek Pottery.
